EDUCATION

IREDELL-STATESVILLE SCHOOLS: www.iss.k12.nc.us / 549 N. Race St., Statesville, NC 28677

The primary goal of Iredell-Statesville Schools is to rigorously challenge all students to achieve their academic
potential and to lead productive and rewarding lives.

Teachers and administrators expect all students to graduate from high school with mastery in reading, math
and communication skills, prepared to continue their education at the university or community college or to
secure a job that leads to a career.

As one of the first two North Carolina school districts to hold district-wide accreditation from the Southern
Association of Colleges and Schools, the growing system will operate 35 schools for more than 20,000
students in the 2008-2009 school year — 19 elementary schools, seven middle schools, five high schools, two
Early College High Schools, and two alternative schools.

The system's academic curriculum follows the North Carolina Standard Course of Study. In addition, the
school system offers enhancement courses for academically gifted students, remediation programs to bring
students that are behind to grade level or better, and special programs for students who have physical,
mental, or emotional challenges.

The Exceptional Children’s programs are available as needed to all students in grades K-12 who meet state
and federal qualifications. Support staff includes the full range of trained therapists and psychologists.

Iredell-Statesville Schools was one of the first systems in the state to have every classroom in the district
computerized and networked to each other and the Internet. Use of computers and basic software is part of
the everyday curriculum. All students must pass a computer competency test by the eighth grade.

Before- and after-school day care is available at a very reasonable cost on elementary school campuses
through the Prime Time for Kids program. Tutoring and other enrichments are a key part of the Prime Time
program.

A cultural arts program operates in all schools. General art and music are taught in the elementary schools,
branching out to chorus, band, drama, and specialized art courses in the middle and high schools. The district
also partners with Catawba College and Mitchell Community College to offer the Visual & Performing Arts
Center, an early college high school and magnet program designed for artistically talented students.

Organized athletics are available in all middle and high schools, with a full range of JV and varsity sports that
have led to numerous state championships.

In high school, students may participate in dual enrollment courses at Mitchell Community College or nearby
UNC-Charlotte. They can also enroll in “Huskins” courses at MCC and receive both college credit and high
school credit. Students can also earn university credit for a variety of advanced placement (AP) courses,
including: English, U.S. history, U.S. government and politics, world history, physics, environmental science,
biology, chemistry, calculus, and foreign languages.

Each student that is not university-bound is required to complete a career-technical education pathway that
will prepare them for entry into either the community college or the world of work. Career-technical
education programs include courses in agriculture, business, career development, marketing, health
occupations, family & consumer sciences, trade & industry, network engineering, etc. CTE students compete
regularly in district, state and national student organization competition.

Character education is integrated throughout the curriculum. Beginning in 6™ grade, students are taught
about problem-solving and anger-management. Our Student Assistance Program in middle and high schools
is recognized as a key factor in the system’s low violence rate. A model in the state, it is a winner of the
Govenor's Award for Excellence in Education.

Most recently, the district was named one of only three recipients of the Baldrige National Quality Award, the
only Presidential award given for excellence in business, industry, and non-profits.

Background:

Mitchell Community College, founded in 1852, is a comprehensive, open-admissions community college
dedicated to meeting the post-secondary education and training needs of the citizens of Iredell County and
surrounding areas. Located in Statesville, the College operates an off-campus center in Mooresville.

The 2007 fall semester enrollment was in excess of 2,600 students in curriculum credit courses and
approximately 5,000 in continuing education classes.

The College provides the following programs and services to meet the pre-service and in-service training
needs for business and industry:

CUSTOMIZED TRAINING PROGRAM

The Customized Training Program supports the economic development efforts of the State by providing
education and training opportunities for eligible businesses and industries. Amended in 2008, this program
integrates the New and Expanding Industry Training Program and the Customized Industry Training Program
to more effectively respond to business and industry. The Customized Training Program also includes the
former Focused Industry Training Program and will offer programs and training services to assist new and
existing business and industry to remain productive, profitable, and within the State.

The program was developed in recognition of the fact that one of the most important factors for a business or
industry considering locating, expanding, or remaining in North Carolina is the ability of the State to ensure
the presence of a well-trained workforce. The program is designed to react quickly to the needs of businesses
and to respect the confidential nature of proprietary processes and information within those businesses.

Purpose

The purpose of the Customized Training Program is to provide customized training assistance in support of
full-time production and direct customer service positions created in the State of North Carolina, thereby
enhancing the growth potential of companies located in the state while simultaneously preparing North
Carolina's workforce with the skills essential to successful employment in emerging industries.

Eligibility

Those businesses and industries eligible for support through the Customized Training Program include
Manufacturing, Technology Intensive (i.e., Information Technology, Life Sciences), Regional or National
Warehousing and Distribution Centers, Customer Support Centers, Air Courier Services, National Headquarters
with operations outside North Carolina, and Civil Service employees providing technical support to US military
installations located in North Carolina.

In order to receive assistance, eligible businesses and industries must demonstrate two or more of the
following criteria:

M  The business is making an appreciable capital investment;

M  The business is deploying new technology;

M The business is creating jobs, expanding an existing workforce, or enhancing the productivity and
profitability of the operations within the State; and,

M  The skills of the workers will be enhanced by the assistance.

Resources may support training assessment, instructional design, instructional costs, and training delivery for
personnel involved in the direct production of goods and services. Production and technology support positions
are also eligible for training support.

Full-time probationary employees of qualified Customized Training companies are eligible for training delivered

by the community college. The use of Customized Training funds requires that trainees are paid by the
company for all time during training hours.

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SMALL BUSINESS CENTER

The purpose of the Small Business Center is to attract, train, counsel, and provide educational services for
existing and prospective small business owners and employees. The mission of the Small Business Center is
to be active in the economic growth of Iredell County by providing assistance to small businesses in order to
increase the number of start-ups, expand existing small businesses, and reduce the number of small business
failures.

Seminars, workshops, and courses are offered each semester at no cost or for a nominal fee to the
participant. Expert presenters from all areas of North Carolina are brought to the campus to assist in meeting
the training needs of small businesses.

The Small Business Center also provides a wide array of courses in computer technology. A variety of short
courses are available providing training on various software packages that include the following: word
processing, spreadsheets, databases, desktop publishing, computerized accounting, and presentation
programs.

The Small Business Center also collaborates with many other state and federal agencies in providing training
and other services to Small Business clients. Specific agencies include: The Small Business Administration,
The North Carolina Rural Center, The Women’s Business Center, Small Business Technology and Development
Center, and The US Department of Labor.

Background:

Gardner-Webb University is a coeducational church related university located in Boiling Springs, North
Carolina. Its purpose is to provide learning of distinction in the liberal arts and in professional studies. A
branch of Gardner-Webb University is located in Statesville at 1714 Wilkesboro Road. A state of the art
campus was opened for students in August of 2001.

Gardner-Webb University at Statesville provides the following programs:

COLLEGE OF EXTENDED PROFESSIONAL STUDIES

Gardner-Webb University at Statesville provides comprehensive extended professional studies, consisting
primarily of the Greater Opportunities for Adult Learners (GOAL) Program, to meet the specialized needs of
adult learners. This program provides opportunities for working adults who possess an Associate Degree or
equivalent (60 - 64 semester hours) to earn a Bachelor’s of Science Degree during evening hours. Programs
are available in the following courses of study: Accounting, Business Administration, Health Management,
Computer Information Systems, Criminal Justice, Human Services, Religious Studies, and Nursing.

SCHOOL OF EDUCATION

professionals (teachers, counselors, administrators) working in their fields. Master’s Degrees are granted in
Mental Health Counseling, Elementary Education, Secondary English Education, and School Administration.
Courses are offered during afternoon and evening hours.

THE GRADUATE SCHOOL OF BUSINESS

The MBA is recognized as the professional graduate degree designed to enhance effectiveness in upper-level
managerial positions in a business setting. This program of study is structured to provide students with a
working knowledge of business and the managerial skills needed for successful departmental, divisional and
organizational leadership. Courses are offered during evening hours.

The Master of Accountancy (Macc) program offered is structured to prepare today’s accountant for the
significant changes that are impacting the accounting profession.

The International Master of Business Administration program prepares individuals for careers in business
administration with advanced training in specific areas built on a broad understanding of business and its
global environment.

MASTER OF SCIENCE IN NURSING

The School of Nursing is committed to providing high quality graduate education to RN students that is
consistent with the Christian mission of the university. Degrees are offered in Parish Nursing, Nursing
Education, MSN/MBA and Nursing Administration. The university works very closely with local hospitals.
Class schedules are flexible to accommodate practicing nurses.Gardner-Webb University at Statesville exists
to provide learning of distinction in the liberal arts and in professional studies within a caring community.

ADDITIONAL SERVICES: Emergency Medical Service Organization, Rescue Squad, and 911 Emergency System.

EMS: The service operates at the EMT-Paramedic level of care (the highest level offered in the State of North
Carolina). Iredell County EMS (ICEMS) is the primary EMS provider for the 598 square mile county. The county
contains five incorporated municipalities also served by ICEMS; Statesville, Mooresville, Troutman, Harmony,
and Love Valley. Iredell County is divided by two major interstates. Interstate 77 divides the county vertically
and it is transected horizontally by Interstate 40. The agency is comprised of full-time and part-time paid
professionals at the EMT, Intermediate, and Paramedic levels. At least one Paramedic is on every response
vehicle. Around the clock and year round, these dedicated professionals serve the county population.

Iredell County Rescue Squad:

The Iredell County Rescue Squad is certified as a North Carolina Heavy Rescue Certified Squad, as well as
being a North Carolina Office of Emergency Medical Services Intermediate Level Service. The rescue squad is
responsible for responding to all automotive, industrial, and medical emergencies in the district. The rescue
squads response district starts from 1-40 West bound to the Catawba County Line, East to the Davie County
line. On Interstate 77, we dual respond with North Iredell Rescue to Exit 59 North and South to the Third Creek
bridge on Interstate 77 South. In the downtown region we are responsible for all areas in response with both
the paid Statesville City Fire Department and all surrounding Volunteer Department; Central Volunteer Fire
Department, Trinity Volunteer Fire Department, Monticello Volunteer Fire Department, Ebenezer Volunteer Fire
Department, Cool Springs Volunteer Fire Department, and West Iredell Volunteer Fire Department. The
Rescue Squad is 30 + both men and women strong. All members are very dedicated to the service.

Iredell County Emergency Communications, Operations and Management: E.C.O.M. is responsible for
911 and the dispatch of fire departments, emergency medical services, law enforcement and rescue squads in
the county as well as the fire departments of the cities of Statesville and Mooresville. The Communications
division of ECOM receives all 911 calls for all cities and the county. The Communications division is staffed 24
hours a day with 14 men and women assigned to the division. Each one is certified in CPR, Emergency Medical
Dispatch, hazardous materials awareness and by national and state organizations as emergency
telecommunicators. They are highly trained and dedicated professionals serving the public in time of
emergency. These professionals not only operate the telephone equipment, but a complex array of computers
and radio equipment. All calls are recorded.

City of Statesville -

STATESVILLE FITNESS AND ACTIVITY CENTER

Located at 1875 Simonton Road. The new facility construction began January 2008 and was completed
late January 2009. Grand opening of the new facility was February 22, 2009. The facility has a modern
outdoor swimming and water park play area, indoor gymnasiums, rooms for rentals, exercise areas,
climbing wall, indoor children’s play area and more.

Iredell Memorial Hospital donated money to construct an additional one-mile walking trail for a total of
two miles of trails on site. Restrooms are also on site.

STATESVILLE PARK AND SOCCER COMPLEX

2012 Simonton Drive, 75 acres, purchased from the James brothers in 2000 with development beginning
in 2001. Site offers seven regulation soccer fields, three picnic shelters, two playgrounds, two restrooms
and over one mile of paved walking trails.

CIVIC CENTER

The Statesville Civic Center opened December 31, 1999. Situated on 3.75 acres downtown, it is 32,000
square feet and seats 1,200. The Civic Center is used for weddings, wedding receptions, proms,
seminars, birthday parties, trade shows, conferences, concerts and a host of other functions.
